These 20 names (10 from each division) will be placed on the official ballot for a nationwide vote 
beginning October 16 and concluding November 19.  Votes from coaches and media will be coupled 
with fan balloting to determine the recipient of the award.  Fans can vote online during this time period 
at www.seniorclassaward.com. Winners will be announced during the 2008 NCAA Division I 
Women’s Soccer Championship in Cary, North Carolina, scheduled for December 5-7, and during the 
2008 NCAA Division I Men’s Soccer Championship in Frisco, Texas, scheduled for December 12-14.
